If the Planer is not working correctly, check the hydraulic system of the machine thoroughly before making any repairs on the
Planer. Planer problems can be affected by a hydraulic system that is not operating to specifications. Connect a flow meter
to the loader to check the hydraulic pump output, relief valve setting and tubelines to check flow and pressure. (See your
Bobcat loader Dealer or the loader Service Manual for the correct procedure to connect the flow meter.)

Use the following troubleshooting chart to locate and correct problems which most often occur with the Planer.

LUBRICATING THE PLANER

Lubricate the Planer with a high quality lithium base grease
every 8-10 hours of operation at the following locations:

Each front wheel (Item 1) [A].

Lower bushing (Item 2) [A] on the wheel adjustment bolt.
Cutter wheel idle bearing (Iltem 3) [A].

Each rear wheel (Iltem 4) [A].

The side shift rods (Iltem 5) [A].

Inspect the bits (Item 1) [B] every 8—10 hours of operation
for wear. The bits must turn freely in the holders.
