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HOW TO USE THE ILLUSTRATED PARTS MANUAL

This Parts Manual describes and illustrates assemblies,
subassemblies, and detail parts needed for service
replacement.

The different constructions are indicated by keys,
symbols, and footnotes.
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WHEN THE PART NUMBER AND THE NEXT
HIGHER ASSEMBLY ARE NOT KNOWN:

. Determine the function and application of

the part required. Turn to the lllustrated Contents
page immediately behind the front cover, and
select the most appropriate area.

. Use the Section Index to determine the assembly
which would normally contain the part required.
Then locate the part on the assembly breakdown
page.

WHEN THE PART NUMBER IS NOT KNOWN AND
THE NEXT HIGHER ASSEMBLY IS KNOWN:

. Determine the assembly the required part is used
on. Turn to the Table of Contents page immediately
following the lllustrated Contents.

. Locate the assembly the required part is used on
and turn to the page indicated for that assembly.
Proceed to locate the part on the assembly
breakdown page.

WHEN THE PART NUMBER IS KNOWN:

. Use the Numerical Index to find the part number.
Turn to the figure listed and locate the part as
indicated by the reference number.

GENERAL.:

The Assembly Breakdowns include part
numbers, description, quantities required,
keys, and footnotes to help in selecting the
correct parts.

. Keys are used to show effective serial

numbers for two or more similar assemblies,
RH and LH assembly parts, etc. Select the
appropriate key, “A,” “B,” “C,” or “D” and

the corresponding quantity column to find
the required parts.

. Indented descriptions under “Name of Part” are

used to indicate subparts of assemblies. A
major assembly is not indented. Parts under
the first, second, or third indent are subparts
of the major assembly shown above them.

. If quantities are shown for more than one

assembly, the quantities for the subparts
indicate the quantity for each assembly.

. Engineering Change Notice (ECN) numbers

for pending serial numbers are shown to allow
for the inclusion of the most current parts
information. Contact your local Dealer for
Hyster Lift Trucks for serial number information
listed by ECN number.

ORDERING PARTS:
When ordering replacement parts, give the unit serial number,
part number, name of part, and quantity required.

LIFT EQUIPMENT IDENTIFICATION

1. Mast group numbers and total lift heights
are stamped on the RH outer mast
approximately 4 feet from the bottom of
the fork. The group numbers include the
inner and outer masts, lift cylinder, lift chain,
and bleeder hoses or pipes.

2. The carriage and tilt cylinder numbers are
located as shown. Lift cylinder numbers are
stamped on the cylinder shell near the bleeder
screw or on the chain anchor. Fork part
number, capacity rating, plant code letter, and
date of manufacture are stamped approximately

6 inches below the top RH side of the forks.
Always refer to these group and part numbers
when ordering service parts.
